Executive Director’s Report

a. Re-Introducing Dr. Krystle Hunter, Executive Administrator

b. Introducing Dr. Jill Simons (Planning and Development, and Blogging). The United States Department of Health and Human Services Administration on Children, Youth, and Families (ACYF) invited American College of Pediatricians to write and submit an abstract in favor of abstinence education for possible inclusion during the United States Teen Pregnancy Prevention Conference in Atlanta, GA (June 2-4, 2020). Under Dr. Simons’ leadership, our team consists of Drs. Benton, Zanga and Mrs. Irene Ericksen, submitted an abstract entitled “A Pediatrician’s Perspective on Sexual Risk Avoidance Education: Research Evidence, Clinical Experience, and Emerging Approaches.” 

c. Earned ACPeds a $1.5K honorarium on Feb. 2, 2020 from the National Eagle Forum by presenting “The Medical and Psychological Facts of Transgenderism” at their national conference in St. Louis, MO. (Additional transgender talks w/ honoraria ranging from 1K-3K are scheduled for Dr. Cretella in April, June, July, October of 2020 and also April 2021).

d. Vulnerable Child Protection Acts (VCPA) Dr. Cretella devoted many hours of many days during the past 6 months – 1 year working with Alliance Defending Freedom, Liberty Council, Women’s Liberation Front, Kelsey Coalition and members of our Adolescent Sexuality Committee to draft, promote and defend vulnerable child legislation protecting kids from harmful chemical and surgical transgender interventions. These acts have been introduced in 13 states around the country. Although most have been defeated, it is still considered a “win” for our side in that this process is one of the only ways to educate the general public on this issue. Also, the legislative process has been interrupted by COVID19 in GA, AL, KY and OH where ACPeds members have and/or will testify (Thank you, Drs. Susan & Scott Field, Trumbull, Van Meter, Hruz and Van Mol!).

e. Advised California Rep. LaMalfa who is engaged in legislative efforts to prohibit Federal funding of transgender interventions in minors.

f. Edited medical language for legislation in various states to protect biological sex in regard to protecting sex-specific sports and documentation of biological sex on birth certificates.

g. Sent second letter to Surgeon General urging him to issue a call to action on transgender interventions for minors.
h. Dr. Van Meter has been an expert witness in a multitude of legislative and judicial cases regarding transgender interventions in minors.

i. Drs. Field and Trumbull had a letter to the editor published online in Pediatrics exposing the junk science of child and adolescent psychiatrist Jack Turban who claimed to show puberty blockers decrease suicidal ideation.

j. Dr. Robin Pierucci 
i. Presented to medical students at the National Pro-Life Summit (distributed American College of Pediatricians materials 
ii. Published an article on Fetal Pain in Linacre Quarterly
1. A summary of this article will be submitted for vetting as an ACPeds position statement 
iii. Testified before a Congressional Committee on behalf of babies born alive during abortions and the need for federal law requiring that these babies receive medical care the same as wanted babies their age.

k. ACPeds/Dr. Cretella filed two (2) Pro-Life Amicus Briefs with Liberty Council appealing to United States Supreme Court to review and uphold States’ right to ban Dilation & Evacuation (D&E) abortion procedures. The first case concerned Alabama and the second case was in Kansas. The courts blocked the enforcement of the D&E bans in both instances, and the Supreme Court refused to take up the appeals in either case. 

l. ACPeds/Dr. Cretella Filed a joint pro-life Amicus Brief with the American Association of Medical Ethics before Supreme Court in favor of the State of Louisiana’s right to require abortionists to have admitting privileges at a nearby hospital in order to perform abortions. Our side is cautiously optimistic.
