Specifically I'"'mgoing to | ook at
Resol ution 8-12, which is a resolution on transgender
treatnents.

Resol ution 8-12 reads that, "The Catholic
Medi cal Associ ation does not support the use of any
hor nones, hor none- bl ocki ng agents, or surgery in al
human persons for the treatnent of gender dysphoria.”

Were you aware of this resolution of the
Cat holi c Medi cal Association?

A No. As |'ve nentioned, |I'mnot a nenber of
the Catholic Medical Association.

Q And if you --

A | wasn't aware of this.

Q You weren't aware of this?

A No.

Q If you had been aware of this, would it
have changed your decision to publish in the Catholic

Medi cal Association's official journal?

A | don't know because | haven't seen the
full text of it. | just see a title there.

Q So this is the full text of the resolution.
The title is "8-12: Resolution on Transgender
Treatnments.” And then it says "Be it resol ved."

Q kay. And then if we nove down to
Resol ution 8-13, which is the "Resolution on Gender
Dysphoria,"” it reads, "Be it resolved that the
Catholic Medical Association and its nenbers reject
all policies that condition all persons wth gender
dysphoria to accept as nornmal a life of chem cal and
surgi cal inpersonation of the opposite sex. Further,
that the use of puberty-Dbl ocki ng hornones and
cross-sex hornones and surgical reassignment surgery
be rejected.”

Were you aware of this resolution of the

Cat holic Medical Association?

A No. Like I said, |I've never seen this page
before and | don't know if any of these were ever

adopt ed.
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Q These are on the website of the Catholic
Medi cal Associ ation as adopted resol utions.
A Ckay.
Q "Il represent that to you. And so if you

had been aware of this resolution, would it have
I npact ed your decision to publish in The Linacre
Quarterly, the Catholic Medical Association's
of ficial publication?

A No.

Q And are your beliefs around the treatnent
of gender dysphoria aligned with this
Resol uti on 8-13?

A I woul d not have used this |anguage, but |
don't have severe di sagreenents with it.

Q Ckay. At this point we're going to turn

Q Have you ever prescribed a nedication to a
patient in your role as a bioethicist?

A That's not the role of a bioethicist.

Q kay. | just wanted to confirmthat.

Do bioethicists treat nedical conditions

with surgical referrals?

A That's not the role of the bioethicist.

Q Ckay. Wien you -- so turning back to
Par agraph 11, when you refer to ethical reasons that
you don't prescribe nedications, is that because your
activities as a bioethicist are infornmed by your
Catholic faith?

A No, it's because | think that it's
unet hi cal .

Q Do you think that it's unethical because
It's not consistent with the ERDs that we tal ked
about as Plaintiffs' Exhibit 47

A No, | think it's unethical on the face of
it. | don't think you have to be Catholic, Mislim
Jew sh, or none of the above to conme to the sane
concl usi ons.

Q I n Paragraph 12 you say that, "None of your
opi ni ons are bi ased by professional incone."
